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REQUEST VOTE - BY - MAIL BALLOT 
NOW FOR 2025-26 ELECTIONS

Voters who wish to receive a Vote-by-Mail 
ballot for the 2025-26 elections must make 
a new request now. 

As a resident of Majestic Isles, you vote in Precinct 
8860, which is a new number, (it was 5028).   On 
election day, you vote at the South Tech Academy, 
6161 Woolbright Road, Boynton Beach. 

The rules for voting-by-mail have changed since the 
last election, so please be aware of the following: 

To request a Vote-by-Mail ballot, call the PBC 
Supervisor of Elections office at 561-656-6208 and 
ask for a vote-by-mail ballot or visit any PBC 
elections office. Give your name, home address and 
your date of birth.  Have available your driverôs 
license, Florida ID card or the last four digits of your 
SSN.  Provide your mailing address if it is different 
from your home address.  Ballots canôt be forwarded. 

Under current Florida law, Vote-by-Mail requests for 
those who wish to receive one for the 2025-26 
elections WILL BE REQUIRED to submit a new 
Vote-by-Mail request. 

Vote-by-Mail ballots are counted first before other 
ballots and the return postage is pre-paid. 

If you need to update your signature, please visit one 
of the elections offices or complete a Voter 
Registration Application form at 
VotePalmBeach.gov - download, complete and mail 
it.  The offices are open Monday through Friday 
from 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Check your Vote-by-
Mail status online at VotePalmBeach.gov. 

The offices of the Supervisor of Elections are: Main 
Office - 430l Cherry Road, West Palm Beach, FL. 
33409. Phone: 561-656-6200, South County 
Branch Office - Southeast PBC Administrative 
Complex, 345 South Congress Avenue, Room 103, 
Delray Beach, FL 33445, Phone: 561-276-1226. 

CAVEAT:  You can authenticate your registration 
status at VotePalmBeach.gov, by clicking on ñMy 
Status.ò  After filling out the form with your name 
and birthdate, you may verify (a) whether you are 
registered to vote and (b) whether you are registered 
to Vote-by-Mail.
